SUMMARY OF FINDINGS. The value of manu-
factures' shipments of fluorescent lamp

ballasts amounted to $898 million in 2000, an
increase of 1.5 percent from shipments of
$884 million in 1999. The quantity of
fluorescent lamp ballasts shipped increased
to 104.7 million units in 2000, from 102.9
million units in 1999, a minimal percentage
increase of units shipped. Magnetic type
accounted for 53 percent of the quantity, but
only 38 percent of the value of shipments;
whereas, electronic type made up only 47
percent of the quantity, but comprised 62
percent of the value of shipments.

Magnetic corrected power-factor type accounted
for 36 percent of the quantity and 32 percent
of the value of shipments of all fluorescent
lamp ballasts during 2000. For 2000, the
quantity of shipments for magnetic corrected
power-factor type fell 9 percent to 37.5 million
units, while magnetic uncorrected power-factor
type fell 10 percent to 17.9 million units. The
dollar value of shipments of the corrected type
showed a 13-percent decrease for the sixth
straight year; while the dollar value of the
uncorrected power-factor type remained at
$58 million.

The value of shipments of electronic ballasts
totaled $556 million in 2000, compared to a
level of $500 million in 1999; and 60 percent
greater than magnetic. Quantity of ballasts
reached 49 million units, only 8 percent behind
magnetic type. Ballast unit value decreased
for the tenth consecutive year.
