SUMMARY OF FINDINGS. United States production
of sulfuric acid in 2000 totaled 44,031.6 thousand
short tons (100 percent H2SO4), approximately 1.6
percent below the 1999 figure of 44,756.1 thousand
short tons.

Production of synthetic ammonia, nitric acid, and
ammonium compounds decreased 3.1 percent to
35,650.3 thousand short tons in 2000, from 36,787.3
thousand short tons in 1999. Phosphoric acid pro-
duction decreased 4.1 percent to 13,143.0 thousand
short tons in 2000, from 13,708.1 thousand short
tons in 1999.

Production of superphosphate and other phosphatic

fertilizer materials for 2000 decreased 2.3 percent to

8,921.3 thousand short tons (100 percent P205),
from 9,133.5 thousand short tons (100 percent P205)
in 1999.
