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International Business Association hosts MLK Jr. service project day

SNHU students joined
with  local high
school students
on Feb. 4 for four
service projects
planned by the In-
ternational  Busi-
ness  Association
to kick start Black
History Month
and as an “MLK
Day of Service.”

The day began
with a Transpar-
ency Series presen-
tation, “Hunger,
Poverty and Dis-
ease: What Can I
Do?” by Okendo Lewis Gayle,
Craig Sorvillo and Fadia Jradi.
The talk was aimed to give the
students a greater perspec-

tive on the work they would
be doing later on that day.

The students were then
split into four groups and
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bused to each of the service
sites: The Mental Health In-
stitute for painting projects,
the Food Bank for sorting

food supplies, and Fami-
lies in Transition to help
with clothing merchandise.

This project was in uni-
son with Service
for Peace, which
co-sponsored  the
event with IBA and
provided  t-shirts
and a bus to trans-
port the students
to the event. This
is the first time IBA
has worked in li-
aison with an out-
side group to help
the community.

“The remark-
able aspect of this
project was its in-
clusiveness, as it
was done with the commu-
nity, by the community, for
the community,” said Sam
Peret, a freshman volunteer.
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The whole project involved
college students, high school
students, non-profit organiza-
tions, commercial businesses,
and help from the Office for
Service and Citizenship and the
Office of Disability Services.

The immensely success-
ful day of service projects or-

ganized by IBA came on the
heels of a the prominent MLK
day of action event in Janu-
ary with guest speaker Debra
Redfern, cousin of Rosa Parks.

IBA was nominated for
club of the month in February
for their series of events and
for their efforts in bringing the
SNHU community together.

SNHU campus welcomes Debra Redfern

The Southern New Hamp-
shire University community
was joined by Debra Red-
fern on Jan. 19 to celebrate
the second annual Martin
Luther King Day of Action.

In honor of Rosa Parks,
her cousin, Debra Redfern
agreed to speak and help in-
spire the SNHU community to
remember, cel-
ebrate and act
upon the social
freedoms  our
country gained
thanks to Civil
Rights leaders.

Martin Lu-
ther King III
visited campus
last year, and
the overwhelm-
ing success of
the program in-
spired student
leaders Almira
Alic, Prince
Soko and Ok-
endo Lewis-Gayle to make the
Martin Luther King Day of
Action a tradition. This year
the theme of Redfern’s speech
was that “courage brings des-
tiny,” and she reminded stu-
dents that “teaching love and

brotherhood is an important
commitment to social justice.”

A fifteen minute tribute
to Rosa Parks’s life was com-
piled and played during the
presentation. During the pre-
sentation, the room fell silent
as everyone viewed Rosa Parks
getting arrested for refusing to
give her seat to a white man.
The film continued to show
a snapshot of the 381 day
bus boycott in Montgomery,
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Ala. Fifty thousand African-
Americans chose to abandon
the buses and walk to work,
to school and everywhere else
they needed to go in order to
protest segregation on city
buses. After more than a year

of walking, Rosa Parks and
her followers achieved their
goal to desegregate the buses.

At the conclusion of the
bus boycott, Redfern remem-
bered Rosa Parks saying, “I
am living to bring peace, jus-
tice, love and equality...With-
out vision, dreams will die.”

Parks continued her life
as an activist for social justice.
Parks and her husband had to
move from Alabama to avoid
death threats, but
these threats did
not deter Parks
from continuing
to promote her
vision for equal-
ity  throughout
the United States.

At the conclu-
sion of her speech,
Redfern said to
the audience,
“Ask yourself if
you will make a
commitment to
never forget and
never give up.”

At the end of
the program, young children
who attended the program
from neighboring schools
asked Redfern for autographs
and pictures, while others ap-
proached her with questions
about her cousin, Rosa Parks.

marrying young, developing
his music career, battling an
addiction to drugs, and a bitter
divorce. Through it all, a con-
stant positive force in his life
was singer June Carter, played
by starlet Reese Witherspoon.

Based on the books “Man
In Black” and “Cash: The Au-
tobiography,” the film starts
with a young Cash, back then
called J.R., as the second son
of a farming family. The un-
fortunate death of his older
brother, an event that haunts
Cash throughout his life, puts
a strain on his relationship
with his father that never quite
goes away. After a stint in the
military, Cash marries his
high school sweetheart Vivian,
played by Ginnifer Goodwin,
and starts a family. Despite
initial struggles to get into the
music industry, Cash’s unique
sound and style explode onto
the scene of the day, and he
begins a whirlwind tour that
takes him away from his fam-
ily and across the country.
The movie revolves around
the fired-up, folk/rock mu-
sic of Cash, Carter, and other
legends of the time includ-
ing Waylon Jennings (played
by real-life son Shooter Jen-
nings), Jerry Lee Lewis (Way-
lon Malloy Payne), Roy Orbi-
son (Jonathon Rice), and Elvis
Presley (singer Tyler Hilton).

As fast as his rise to fame,
so is Cash’s rising addiction to
drugs. This is another major
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aspect of the movie, and along
with it is Cash’s near-obses-
sion with tour-mate and friend
June Carter. Throughout the
movie, Cash displays his love
and infatuation with Carter
onlytoberepeatedly shot down
in his attempts at making her
love him. Underneath all the
hype of the music and drama,
the movie is a classic love story
which, if anyone knows any-
thing about Cash, ends well.

I think Phoenix and With-
erspoon, who both do their
own singing throughout the
movie, did a wonderful job
recreating the lives of these
two memorable stars. It must
have been nerve-wracking to
try and fill the shoes of two
notable and legendary stars,
but despite a few subtle differ-
ences, it’s hard to even tell the
sound of Joaquin’s voice and
Cash’s voice apart. Carter was
a singer all throughout her life,
beginning when she was just a
young child, so her voice was
weathered and experienced.
With nearly no signing expe-
rience, it is understandable
that Witherspoon didnt ex-
actly live up to Carter’s leg-
end, but she did do a good job.
Phoenix is especially convinc-
ing in his portrayal of Cash
dealing with an addiction to
and withdrawals from drugs.

Overall, this movie is a
must see for anyone who can
appreciate the timeless music
of Cash or the emotional sto-
ry of his life. Fans of Phoenix
and Witherspoon will add this
movie to their list of favor-
ites. Look for it on DVD soon,
purchase it, and treasure it.

As we continue with the
spring semester of 2006, the
Sport Management Club is in
full force. Already sponsor-
ing a trip to the movie Munich
in relation to the start of the
Winter Olympics in Torino, It-
aly, they have also picked back
up with their speaker series.

On Tuesday Feb. 7,
Greg Bisson a 1998 alumni of
the Southern New Hampshire
University-SportManagement
Department, spoke about his
experiences in the sport man-
agement field and his current
position as the parks and rec-
reation director in Exeter, N.H.

Bisson’s various jobs
include interning for the Uni-
versity of New Hampshire
athletic department, direc-
tor of guest services at Water
Country, assistant manager
of Converse, a door-to-door
salesman, and a telephone
representative. But none of
these jobs kept Bisson inter-
est. Then he found an adver-
tisement as a parks and recre-
ation director in Milton, N.H.

This was an opportu-
nity he wasn’t about to pass
up although the job was not an
easy one. Because this wasn’t
a well established depart-
ment, he began the job with
no employees or guidelines to
run it. He had to be a ground-
skeeper, secretary and direc-
tor all in one. He was given
a $70,000 budget and only
had four established events to
work with. By the end of his
three year stay in Milton, he
had brought the event count
to over 30, creating the Wet
and Wild Summer program,
a Harley Davidson program,
as well as a summer camp.

After his job at Milton,
he moved on to Exeter, N.H., in
the same field. Unlike the parks
and recreation department in

Milton, the Exeter department
had hundreds of programs and
participants and over 40 years
of history. He runs four soc-
cer fields, three baseball fields,
eight tennis courts, a pool,
and two basketball courts. To-
day in Exeter, there are 500
youths involved in parks and
recreation department activi-
ties such as BMX riding, kayak
lesson, skiing, art programs,
and the common sports like
basketball and baseball. There
are six full time staff members
during the “off-season,” and
during the summer there are
30 — 40 seasonal employees.

Two sport manage-
ment majors, Luke McGowan
(‘06) and Pat Bickford (‘06),
interned for Bisson and both
said it was a fun, informal en-
vironment. Their tasks over the
summer included mulching the
fields, taking inventory, work-
ing with the kids, making sure
fields were set up, working spe-
cial events such as cookouts,
and helping to run the camp
that runs from June to August.

In closing, Bisson
had a few words of advice for
the students. The best way to
get started in anything is net-
working. Also, volunteering is
important. “Don’t worry about
making money, worry about
getting experience,” he said.

The Sport Manage-
ment Club will continue their
speaker series on Thursday
Feb. 16 at 12:40 p.m., when
Jake Olka from Harvard
University’s athletic depart-
ment comes to speak about
his experiences with Harvard
and the Boston Celtics. Also,
on Wednesday March 1 at
5 p.m., Beverly Smith from
the NFL comes to speak to
the students about her posi-
tion as the national program
director for the Local Initia-
tives Support Corporations’
(LISC) Youth Development
and Recreation Program.

Then it
burned in my chest, like invisi-
ble hands were reaching inside
me and relentlessly squeezing
my throat, my heart, my lungs.
“There’s been an accident.”

No person ever wants to
hear those four awful words
about a friend or loved one be-
ing involved in a car accident
with a drunk driver. Yet it is
becoming more and more com-
mon to find car accidents that
involve drunk drivers, and to
find people who know someone
involved in such an accident,
whether as the victim or as
the offender. These accidents
may or may not have been life
ending, but they have all un-
doubtedly been life altering.
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My family was incred-
ibly fortunate that day, as my
mother was able to walk away
from the crash without so
much as a cut or scratch. She
was driving through an inter-
section in a neighborhood in
Virginia Beach, Va., when a
drunk driver ran a red light
and slammed into the side of
her truck, causing it to roll
over twice. The truck came
to rest on the driver’s side,
and miraculously my mother
climbed out of the truck on
her own without injury. I like
to think that her life was saved
not only because of the qual-
ity of her truck, but also be-
cause she wore her seatbelt.

I cannot stress enough
the importance of wearing
your seatbelt. According to
the National Highway Traffic
Safety Association (NHTSA),
proper seatbelt use has pre-
vented roughly 15,700 deaths
and 350,000 serious injuries
each year. I am grateful to say
that my mother’s life is one of
those. When we were young,
my sister and I used to think
that our mom was so strange
when she would candidly re-
mind us to buckle our seatbelts
by saying, “If you love your
kids, belt ‘em.” I realize now
that despite it being somewhat

embarrassing back then, she
was actually showing her un-
failing love for us by keeping
us safe in a car. Now it is em-
bedded in our heads to imme-
diately buckle our seatbelts the
instant we get into a car, and
it is probably one of the best
things she has ever taught us.

As for those people who
choose to get behind the wheel
of a car after having a few
drinks, think again. I know
that people probably think that
they are fine to drive after a few
drinks, but it is always better to
be safe than sorry. According to
Mother’s Against Drunk Driv-
ing, 39 percent of the fatal car
accidents in the United States
in 2004 were alcohol related.
In New Hampshire alone, 35
percent of the fatal crashes
last year were alcohol related.
Those people never realized
that they would be ending
their lives, or someone else’s,
then they started their car.

You never know what is
going to happen when you
drive, whether sober or in-
toxicated. But always remem-
ber that the opportunity cost
of choosing to drive drunk
could be someone’s life, some-
one’s mother, brother, best
friend, or even child.

Actions speak louder than cartoons

Twelve editorial cartoons
have sparked a controversy in-
volving hundreds of thousands
of people in dozens of coun-
tries causing destruction and
violence worldwide. In Sep-
tember 2005 Danish newspa-
per, Jyllands-Posten, printed
twelve cartoons depicting the
prophet of Islam, Muham-
mad, in several ways consid-
ered disrespectful by Muslims;
including one in which he is
wearing a bomb as a turban.
These images were published
along with an article on free-
dom of speech, which detailed
the plight of a children’s book
author finding artists unwill-
ing to draw Muhammad for
her book in fear of personal
retribution from extremists.
Depictions of the prophet are
forbidden in Islam. Outraged
Muslim groups demanded an
apology and after much con-
flict and even a police inves-
tigation, Jyllands-Posten re-
leased this statement: “In our
opinion, the 12 drawings were
sober. They were not intended
to be offensive, nor were they
at variance with Danish law,
but they have indisputably
offended many Muslims for
which we apologize.” However,
this apology was not enough;
in October eleven Arab am-
bassadors requested a meeting
with Danish Prime Minister

Rasmussen over these draw-
ings. The government declined
this request on the grounds
that the Arab nations wanted
the Danish government to
punish the newspaper, but the
Prime Minister said the car-
toons were not an acceptable
basis for punishment and are
protected under Danish law.

This response led several
Danish Imams to travel to the
Middle East and spread word
of the cartoons through a 43-
page dossier which circulated
first in Egypt and then the rest
of the region creating outrage
and political tumult. That’s
only the beginning of the story
however, as in January 2006
the cartoons were reprinted all
over Scandinavia, the major
papers of Europe and eventu-
ally 40 countries worldwide.
The reaction has come to be
known as the “Cartoon Intifa-
da.” On February 4, the Dan-
ish and Norwegian embassies
in Syria were set ablaze by pro-
testers. This ignited a chain re-
action resulting in the destruc-
tion of European diplomatic
buildings all over the Middle
East, including countries like
Austria and France which
had no hand in the cartoons.
As of the time of this writing,
the uprising has cost at least
a dozen lives and the destruc-
tion continues daily. The U.S.
has condemned these violent
protests and accused the gov-
ernments of Iran and Syria of

organizing these riots. On a
side note, papers in the U.S.
and U.K. have refused to print
the cartoons domestically out
of respect. The protests have
renewed debate over freedom
of speech and religious toler-
ance but according to the BBC,
“It is the satirical intent of the
cartoonists, and the associa-
tion of the Prophet with ter-
rorism, that is so offensive to
the vast majority of Muslims.”

Most Americans are used
to images of flags being de-
faced in far-off countries and
effigies of American politi-
cians being burned, but when
the flags being burned are the
flags of nations which typically
stay out international affairs,
people begin the take notice
and wonder what is really go-
ing on. Never would this writer
have imagined Danish or Nor-
wegian flags being desecrat-
ed in the Middle East. Since
when do they piss anyone off?
To the casual viewer it would
look as if the jihad has finally
spread to the neutral nations
of Europe. The violent and
sudden reaction to the car-
toons is causing tremendous
damage to the image of Islam.
The irony is almost palpable
as the protesters are exempli-
fying the very things they say
the cartoon unjustly repre-
sents about Muslims. Burning
down embassies, vandalizing
churches, and chanting death
threats does hundreds of times

more dishonor to Islam than
any cartoon ever could. This
dilemma within the Muslim
community has caused divi-
sions with pleas to end the vio-
lence by clerics on one side and
a call to more action from the
other. The Ayatollah of Iran
even went to so far as to call
the crisis a Jewish conspiracy.

If indeed Islam is a reli-
gion of peace as professed by
Muslim scholars and the Ko-
ran itself, that peace must be
practiced and spread by its
members. How can they de-
mand tolerance from the West
but at the same time not toler-
ate the tradition of free press
and open discussion in return?
Regardless of who’s right and
who’s wrong, the “Cartoon In-
tifada” exists and has been con-
ducted in a way counter-pro-
ductive to the benefit of Islam
and only serves to promote the
concept of Islamic terrorism.
One can only hope that some
day the people committing
undue violence like this will fi-
nally understand the message
of their prophet and respected
founder, Muhammad, and re-
fuse to be controlled by those
who desire power and use re-
ligion and lies as the fuel of
personal ambition. I'd like to
leave the reader with a quote
from the Koran which is very
relevant, “Fight in the cause of
Allah those who fight you, but
do not transgress limits; for
Allah loves not transgressors.”

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Fenway Park gets a make-over

While the Boston Red
Sox enjoy the nice sun down
in Fort Myers, Fla., many of
Boston’s construction work-
ers are working hard to get
Fenway ready for the
Sox’s first game on April
11 when the Sox face
the Toronto Blue Jays.

After last season’s fi-
nal out at Fenway Park,
Red Sox Senior Vice
President for Planning
and Development Janet
Marie Smith started to
begin working on the new
looks of Fenway Park.
The team will return to
a whole new ball park.

The major renova-
tion was to the .406 club
located in back of home
plate. The .406 club was
a semi-private member-
ship club with stadium-
style, theater seating and
a great view of Fenway Park.
The old seats in the .406 club
were most recognizable by
the giant glass that covered
them. However, that giant
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piece of glass is now gone and
has become an open area for
better viewing of Sox games.

The new club is called the
EMC Club and features $275
seats. The new club will also
be heated and will still have
an excellent view of Fenway
Park and the Boston skyline.

Also part of the EMC Club is
the upper half known as the
Home Plate Pavilion, which
is also new to Fenway Park.

The top portion of the

box seats located on the first
and third base side has also
been renovated. It has been
replaced by a permanent base
structure. All these renova-
tions are designed to increase
seating so fans and money
can increase. According to
the Red Sox website, the seat-

ing capacity for this season,
based upon fire code, will be
38,805, up from 36,298 last
year. The renovations are the
fifth under current ownership,
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and after the club finishes all
upgrades by the park’s 100th
birthday in 2012, the capac-
ity is projected to be 39,968.

Seating renovations are
not the only construction un-
derway. Other renovations
have taken place on the field.
New piping for the sprinkler
system has been installed, and
the giant speaker system has
been improved. Instead of the
sound reaching the surround-
ingneighborhood,itisnowonly
going to reach only the seats of
Fenway Park. Lastly there will
be a new power station, as well
as an emergency public ad-
dress system on the premises.

As for Sox fans, the
new renovations will help
their viewing pleasure
during the 2006 season.
