SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

For the 1999 calendar year, the production of
refined soybean oil was 13,197.3 million pounds.
This showed a less than 1-percent decrease from
the 1998 figure of 13,300.2 million pounds for
refined soybean oil. The consumption of soy-
bean oil in end products was 13,605.2 million
pounds, a 3-percent increase from the 1998
figure of 13,184.9 million pounds. The pro-
duction of refined cottonseed oil was 514.1
million pounds in 1999. This represented a
25-percent decrease from the 1998 figure of
684.3 million pounds for refined cottonseed oil.

The production of refined corn oil was 1,102.6
million pounds in 1999. This represented a
less than 1-percent decrease from the 1998
figure of 1,103.9 million pounds for refined
corn oil.

Also, for the calendar year 1999, the production
of refined peanut oil increased 76 percent, while
the production of refined rapeseed oil decreased
27 percent. The production of refined sun-
flower oil increased 71 percent. At the same
time, the consumption in end products of
coconut oil decreased 13 percent.
